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10. Do not try to pull apart the nozzle subset (19) without the support of CSA personnel. 
11. Check to see if foreign matter or dirt is preventing float (8) from seating properly on the 

deflector (14). Clean as necessary.  
12. Inspect all connections of linkage for excessive wear. 
13. Clean all surfaces before re-assembly. 

Assembly Procedure 
See Figures 1 for part identification. 

Install the parts inside the body (1) in the following order: 

a. mobile block composed of the lower float (8) and upper flat (7) joined together by the air 
release mechanism (19), 

b. RFP flat (6), 
c. seat (5), 
d. tighten seat retaining nuts and washers (12 and 13), 
e. spacers (11), screen (17) and cover (2), 
f. tighten cap retaining nuts (10).
